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P4: DISCOVERING DISASTERS 
 
Primary 4 can tell firsthand tales of enormous tragedy and destruction. 
Despite their youth, they have borne witness to houses collapsing into rushing 
rivers, mudslides overwhelming cars, the sound of snapping bridges. They 
have also discovered how difficult it is to clean mud, grime, rubble, detritus 
and sand out of our picture day clothes (sorry parents). Our Unit of Inquiry is

chose the exciting and destructive topic of natural disasters. 
 
We began our Unit with a brainstorming session where we documented all 
known knowledge about different natural disasters, followed by lists of 
questions that still remained. The creation of our question lists led us to the design and creation of different 
experiments. Using the scientific method as a catalyst, we dived into the destructive and messy world of 
natural disasters and aid relief. 
 
We smashed together wafer cookies to test and examine fault lines then we ripped and cut the maps off our 
wall to examine the movement of tectonic plates. We built simulated cities and floodplains to see how 
erosion and river shape affect the destructive forces of flash floods. Finally, we inquired into soil absorption 
rates around Bishkek to find the perfect flood-proof location for our new school. Though this Unit is 
concluding, our fingernails are still dirt crusted and our classroom ceiling is splashed with mud, but our brains 
are filled with further questions, our Lab notebooks are full and we are in awe of the life-giving and life-
taking power of this planet we all live on.

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This week Primary 1 has been wrapping up their unit on Measurement. At 
the beginning of the unit, the class came up with things they wanted to 
do. This included building houses, building ships and using recycled 
items. Now that we have learned the difference between standard 
(measurement tools which have numbers on them) and non-standard 
(measurement with no numbers), we decided to put these new skills into 
a more practical setting.  
 
We started by collecting data on what types of buildings a city would 
have and whether we need 10 zoos or not. Once the class decided what 
buildings were needed, we set to work painting and putting together the 
buildings. Next, we designed the roads and set the buildings up. At one 
point the roads were being made many colors but Alan helpfully 
suggested using only black to make it more real. We even created 
plasticine animals, cars, airplanes and more for our city! We explored 
different building heights and used this when considering the size our 
animals and cars should be. We almost had a giant snail invasion but 
Aimar pointed out that the snails were being made too big and needed to 
be smaller than the cars.  
 
The next few days we started working on making a pirate ship house to 
give to our preschool friends. We divided into groups and worked 
together, discussing what colors needed to be used and how to mix 
them. The color mixing chart we created at the beginning of the year was 
referenced by one group. Avila helped her group decide to divide up the 
space when painting, while Djamila led her group in a discussion of the 
different parts of the building. Kolya helped his group discuss the quality 
of their work and the colors they were picking.  
 
We then had to measure the pieces to see which went where and found 
that non-standard measurement wasn't the best choice because too 
many measurements were almost the same.
