Preschool 1 
In our classroom, we learned about the world around 

us through our 5 senses. We love sensory play, and 

this week we have been isolating each sense and 

focusing on stimulating one at a time. We observed, 

compared, experimented and practiced descriptive 

and expressive skills while exploring various textures, 

4 major tastes as bitter, sweet, sour and salty; while 

hearing various sounds, while talking about how our 

noses help us smell and while exploring plants with 

the magnifying glass.

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Preschool 2  
This week Preschool 2 had a lot of fun making its own playdough!  Children experimented with the sense of 

touch, they felt how flour is different from salt by touching; they mixed all ingredients together and they 

squeezed, rolled, flattened, chopped, cut, scored, pocked and 

shredded playdough. Poking objects and pulling them out of 

playdough strengthens hand muscles and coordination. 

Actually, each one of these actions aids fine motor 

development in a different way, not to mention hand-eye 

coordination and general concentration.  

The plasticity of playdough makes it fun 

for inquiry and explore, as well as building up strength in all 

the tiny hand muscles and tendons, making them ready for 

pencil and scissor control later on.
